bereaved after the patient's death.

Communication with selected groups of patients — senior, patient with mental disorder, aggressive
patient, non-cooperating patient, patient with dementia, patient after brain stroke.

# a practical written work - nursing and educational plan (focused on the management and
compliance of the patient with chronic disease) in the selected patient.

The minimum percentage to succeed: 60%.

Evaluation: A 91-100%, B 81-90%, C 74-80%, D 73-66%, E 60—65%, Fx 59% and less.

Learning outcomes:

By completion of the subject, the student will be able to provide individualized nursing care to the
patients of all ages, with various (predominantly chronic) illnesses, in a variety of clinical settings,
with an emphasis on holistic approach, clinically correct and safe practice, respecting the principles
of evidence-based practice.
