Students are required to demonstrate knowledge about the origin of the canons of The Old and
New Testaments, the process of canonization, the origin and composition of biblical writings, and
their historical context, as well as key theological themes. Students have to be able to work with
Hebrew and Greek biblical texts and critical apparatus, to analyze these texts, and to define their
historical meaning and importance, including their application when it comes to current theological
questions and issues.

Class syllabus:

Students are required to grammatically and lexically analyze a particular biblical writing in Greek,
demonstrate an ability to critically evaluate this writing, as well as its historical background and
specifics of its theological message.

Biblical Latin 1 introduces students into the historical and current status of Latin as an international
language. Grammar section is primarily dedicated to nouns and adjectives (declinations), verbs
(conjugation range of the semester scheduled tenses and modes). The key biblical terminology
is a part of the lectures connected to declinations.
