Learning outcomes:
The student has general knowledge of the historical background and processes in regard to the
origin of the early Christian movement, its historical background and development. Students are
able to gain and use critical thinking by an analysis and evaluation of the basic knowledge about the
process previous to the forming and evaluation of the early Christian churches, particularly: The
knowledge of the political, cultural, and religious situation of the ancient world, from the period
of destruction of the Babylonian Empire to the period of the dominance of the Roman Empire,
its influence on the Second Temple Judaism, the part of which was an early Christian movement,
as well as the other significant political, cultural, and religious phenomena of the ancient Graeco-
Roman world. Passing this propaedeutic course is a precondition to passing other courses of the
New Testament – Exegesis of the New Testament and Theology of the New Testament.

• Introductory issues, explanation of the basic terminology concerning the course
• The Second Temple Judaism: Its origin and development on the background of historical events.
• The Second Temple Judaism: Way of life of Jewish communities living in the Diaspora and
those in Galilee and Judea, social background and settings, the religious groups, scriptures, cultural,
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religious, and ritual notions and traditions, the Temple cult and feast days, the Second Temple
Jewish authors.
• The Graeco-Roman world: Hellenism, its specifics and manifestation, Graeco-Roman politics,
cultural and religious notions and philosophy – the world of deities, the cult of the emperors,
mystery religion cults, popular religious notions, feast days, Roman emperors.
